5.	U se a suitable spanner to tighten the hose onto the shower outlet. Do not 

overtighten.

1.	 Apply PTFE tape over the threaded end of the shower arm. Do not use 
paste.

2	 Turn on the water and allow water to flow through the shower arm to flush out 
any dirt and debris.

3.	 Turn off the water.
4.	 Tighten the showerhead onto the shower arm until hand tight.
5.	U se a suitable spanner to tighten the showerhead onto the shower arm. Do 

not overtighten.

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Care and cleaning

For best results, keep the following in mind when caring for your KOHLER 
product:

Always test your cleaning solution on an inconspicuous area before applying to the 
entire surface.

Wipe surfaces clean and rinse completely with water immediately after applying 
cleaner. Rinse and dry any overspray that lands on nearby surfaces.

Do not allow cleaners to soak on surfaces.

Use a soft, dampened sponge or cloth. Never use an abrasive material such as a 
brush or scouring pad to clean surfaces.

handshower face.
3.	 If this procedure fails to improve the performance of the handshower or 

showerhead, then refer to ‘Clean the Screen Washer’, section of this guide.

Clean the Spray Holes

To dislodge debris and mineral build-up:
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Clean the Screen Washer

1.	U sing a suitable spanner, remove the handshower from the shower hose.
2.	U sing a suitable thin bladed screwdriver, carefully pry up the edges of the 

screen washer. Remove and clean the screen washer.
3.	 Reinstall the screen washer into the handshower as shown.
4.	 Reinstall the handshower to the shower hose.

•	 Do not use cleaners containing ammonia, bleach, or 
acid.

•	 Use a mild detergent (such as dishwashing soap). Do not 
use abrasive cleaners.

•	 Rinse and be sure to wipe the entire surface dry.

The ideal cleaning technique is to always blot dry any water from 
metal surfaces. Allowing water to evaporate on metal will form water 
deposits. It is important to use a dabbing action to dry metal, not an 
abrasive or rubbing action. Cleaning with a damp sponge and buff 
drying should keep your faucet looking beautiful.
